Installing the program  

 
 

1. Download a fresh copy of the free Road DoctorÊ Viewer from www.roadscanners.com  
 

 
 
 
 
 

2. To install Road DoctorÊ Viewer, double -click on the Road DoctorÊ Viewer 2.4xx 
setup.ex e. Then follow the on -screen prompts until installation is complete.  
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3. The software is installed in the folder given by the user. The default Program Folder is  

C:\Program Files (x86)\Road DoctorÊ Viewer 
 

 
 
You may receive error messages during installation, which do not stop the installation 
process. If the installation cont inues, proceed normally. Generally these error  messages 
refer to some control or library in the Windows system folder, which cannot be replaced 
(e.g. the  Windows Media Player, wmp.dll,  control).  
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Registration  
 
 

1. If you have been given a registration key file (.rdkey), copy it in to the Road Doctor Ê 
Viewerõs installation folder. 

 
2. To start Road DoctorÊ Viewer, select òRoad Doctor Vieweró from the start menu. You can 

also create a shortcut  to the application file and paste it on the desktop.  
 
3. If you didnõt have the .rdkey -file, the program asks you to register your license , at the 

first starting . Fill in all the yellow boxes in the registration form.  
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4. After filling in the information, click on OK. The program now creates a text file 

Register.txt in the P rogramõs Folder. Send the Register.txt file per email to:

5. You will receive to the email address you gave at registration a (.rdkey) license file, which 
is required to run Road DoctorÊ Viewer. Copy the license file to the Program õs Folder.  
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Opening a Project  
 

1. Start the program.  The flash screen of the program is shown for a while on the screen.  
 

2. Next t he Project Handling window appears.  
 

 
 

3. Select Attach External Project , then select a Road Doctor project file (.rdp file) from 
your data source, and click on Open.  
 
Note:  If you have the project data in a CD, copy  at  first all data to your hard disk and 
remove the Read-only property  of each data file. (Right-click on the file icon to view file 
properties.)
